Drama Boosters Executive Board Meeting

June 11th, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 8:00pm. Attending: Michele Woodhouse, Carol Smith, Leslie Herlich, Mary Landmann, Kathy Lipe, Mike Lipe, Rob Linder, Matt Powell, Theresa Tollefson, John Spadafora, Greg Penoyer, Tammi Hull, Mariangela Gibson, Eloise Armstrong, Liz Hubert, Sharon Quigley, Wally Honjoyo, AJ Gollofon, and Janet Gollofon.

Treasurer’s Report

Current cash balance on hand is $7528.  Carol reported the following incomes for various activities this year:  $2100 dollars in concessions/flowers, Senior program ads $100 so far (a few remain to be collected), basket auction $925 to date (a few people have not yet been reached to receive the basket that they won), Dance-a-thon $1152. Overall (including ASB, school, and Booster expenses) about $16, 000 was spent on the musical, approximately $3000 more than was made in ticket sales. There was less cost this year for construction materials and orchestra.  There are still a few outstanding Booster expenses to be paid, such as the Thespian medals. Some additional outstanding items will be paid by ASB (dry cleaning).   
Current Business
Anything Goes Recap
Rehearsal Dinners
Rehearsal dinners were served at NPAC in the workshop area the first three nights of hell week. Everything went very smoothly with menus allowing for flexible scheduling. Students were requested to pay $5 for the week, and while some paid, some did not. Boosters paid the balance of the meal costs.

Ticket Sales
There were approximately 1400 tickets sold in total for the 5 shows. This is about average for the musical.  

Set Construction/Moving

Leslie reported that having the load-out done on Tuesday during the day left us with only 1 additional adult to assist, but the students worked hard during load out.  
Green Room

Theresa reported that the students did a good job picking up after themselves, and enjoyed the lemon water that was provided. Using cups (rather than bottles) worked well.

Concessions/Flowers
A very few things are left to carry over next year. Most of the items that remained were donated to the cast party. Mary and Kathy suggested that we purchase a new lock for the storage cabinet. Also, pump pots need to be purchased for coffee, tea, etc.
Auction Baskets

It was generally agreed that the auction was a success, considering the short amount of lead time and limited space for display. There remain a few unclaimed baskets, won by recipients who were not present at the end of the show. Contact has not yet been made with those individuals, but we will continue to try to reach them. 

Costumes

The costumes that were borrowed from Roosevelt have been separated, and sorted by what was worn and will need to be cleaned, and what was not used. All costumes used still need to be cleaned. A couple of items still need to be located.  
Publicity
The Woodinville Weekly published a picture with a caption with show details. Matt reported that although an advertisement was sent to them, they did not print it. Wally and Eloise discussed some publicity ideas for next year.
Programs

The total program cost was $1550 for the color copies. There was discussion about trying to increase program advertising next year to increase revenue.
Cast Party

The cast party was held at the YMCA, and it went smoothly. The party got a somewhat late start after striking the set. Michele discussed the need to have a Cast Party committee chair next year to make cast party arrangements.
5th Avenue Awards
Many students and several parents attended the awards on June 4th. Although Woodinville was nominated in several categories, no awards were won.

Looking Ahead to  Next Year

Play Selection/Theater calendar for 2007-2008
Leslie reported that she will be doing play selection for next year with the students before the end of this school year. She discussed the fall-scheduled Dramafest (student-directed one act plays), how it works, and why she feels it is such a valuable opportunity for students. Leslie is considering allowing students not enrolled in drama classes to audition for Dramafest to try to increase interest in the program. Next year there will be just 1 Beginning Drama class, 1 Advanced Drama class, and 1 Technical Theater class.  Important dates for next year are listed at the end of the minutes.
Fundraising
Preliminary plans for next year include the Barnes and Noble fundraiser, and working to increase patrons and matching funds. There was discussion about other ways to increase revenue.

Projects

Projects to be worked on for next year include costume storage racks, storage bins, and trying to find a way to secure costumes and props. With the school remodel looming on the horizon, further improvements to the tool room are on hold, although we will continue to purchase new tools as necessary. New locks are needed for the cabinets where concessions supplies are stored.  Leslie would like to get the lockers that are offstage in working condition.

Plans/Goals
Boosters would like to arrange a “getting to know you” BBQ in late summer, and Eloise volunteered to look into using the Cottage Lake clubhouse. The Seattle Rep playwriting experience will return. We would like to have the website have even more information about the theater program, director’s calendars, class info, etc. We will again have an informational table at the WHS Open House in September.
