FUNDRAISING Nancy Erickson, Coordinator
The Car Wash on the 10th went fairly well. We grossed $642.88 minus $5-40 expenses; only used one case of the bottled water. Not as strong as Last Year. 
· We need a couple more Car Washes this year.
· More kids are needed per shift; the multi-shifters were exhausted. 
Peggy suggested that We sell tickets for a Car Wash ahead of time. Some think of these as a donation only. The Raffle publicizes the event and folks can pass the prepaid tickets out to friends and family. Football has done this in the past and has charged $10 per ticket.
